Sri Lanka

The Government of Sri Lanka provides comprehensive health care to the population of Sri Lanka, through a network of preventive and curative health care facilities. There are 569 Medical Institutions with inpatient facilities, comprising 15 Teaching Hospitals, 06 Provincial Hospitals, 36 Base Hospitals, 157 District Hospitals, 102 Peripheral Units 173 Rural Hospitals, 90 Estate Hospitals and Specialized Hospitals.  In addition there are 406 Central Dispensaries which provide only out-patient care. There is a network of 276 Health Units (Medical Officer of Health Offices) which provides promotive and preventive health services through domiciliary and clinic care.

For Administrative purposes Sri Lanka is divided into 8 provinces and 26 Districts. The Tsunami Disaster on the 26th December 2004, affected 212,223 families, displacing 572,578 people and 30.615 deaths with 4356 persons missing. Health facilities in 14 out of 25 Districts were affected from the disaster following the tsunami tidal waves. Damage and destruction to infrastructure is extensive and many health facilities are damaged in all affected areas. 

Among the affected health institutions were Hospitals, District Health (DPDHS) Offices, Health Units (Medical Officer of Health Offices), Regional Drug Stores, Staff Quarters and Maternal and Child Health Clinics. Several school dental clinics under the Department of Education were also damaged.

Some of these facilities need to be completely reconstructed, whereas some need only rehabilitation and renovation. Certain facilities need to be re-located.

The reconstruction and rehabilitation work involves, construction of buildings, provision of water supply, electricity, communication facilities, furniture, transport facilities, supplies and equipment.

This proposal provide, the extent of damage for the facilities, the needs for each institution and the proposed work to be undertaken and approximate costs, according to the Districts.

Trincomalee District

Trincomalee District is situated in the northern most part of the Eastern Province. The total land area is 2529 sq.km with an inland water coverage of 96.7sq.km. It is a flat land with inlets of the sea forming the lagoons and bays which has helped in the formation of a world famous natural harbour.  The main city is Trincomalee and the urban population is 40%. The employment avenues are agriculture and fishing and the district produces a fair quantity of the country’s rice.

Trincomalee has 11 Divisional Secretary Divisions with 230 Grama Niladari areas comprising of 437 villages. The population is around 350,000 with 9 health units. The District comprises of the three main communities Sinhalese, Tamil and Muslim in equal proportion and was badly affected by the Tsunami tidal wave on 26th December 2004. Certain areas of the district such as Kinnya and Nilaveli areas were very severely affected with the health institutions in Kinnya being totally destroyed.

Altogether nine health institutions in the district were damaged and even though it was only partly damaged The General Hospital Trincomalee is the most important health facility in the district as it is the referral centre for the whole district.

Three health facilities, namely The District Hospital, and The MOH office in Kinnya and the MOH Office in Kuchcheveli were fully damaged, while six health facilities were partly damaged. These include other than The General Hospital,  the Rural Hospital in Kuchcheveli, the Central Dispensary in Thiriyaya, and the Gramodya Health Centres of Illangaihuramuhathuwara, Nagarkinnya and Fiza Nagarkinnya.

Batticaloa District

The Batticaloa district lies in the Eastern coast of the Island and is 2,610 Sq.Km. in area. It is situated 314 Km (195 Miles) from Colombo and occupies the central part of the Eastern Sri Lanka  covering a land area of approximately 2633.1 Km. The District accounts for 3.8% of the Country’s total land area. Batticaloa District has 12 Divisional Secretary Divisions with 339 Grama Niladari areas and 893 villages. Batticaloa town is a Municipal Council area. There are 9 MOH areas for the 12 DS divisions. It is also an agricultural and fishing area and is famous for its singing fish. The major part of the population is concentrated in the narrow strip between the sea and the lagoon and these areas were utterly devastated during the Tsunami tidal wave resulting in the loss of many lives and health institutions.

AMPARA DISTRICT

Ampara district on the southeastern coast of Sri Lanka was directly in the path of the December 26 tsunami and was the first to be hit. Massive waves swept over the low-lying coast without warning, flattening buildings and sweeping people away. It was a fresh calamity in a district that has already been deeply scarred by 20 years of civil war.

Ampara district has Sinhala, Tamil and Muslim communities. The worst affected were mainly Tamils and Muslims living close to the coast—many of them fishermen and their families. Everywhere the scene was the same. Homes, hospitals, Hindu temples and other buildings shared the same fate.

Ampara District has two health divisions (DPDHS Areas), namely Ampara and Kalmunai.

At Kalmunai, the damage was severe. For up to a kilometre from the sea, all buildings had been destroyed. It was like the area had been carpet-bombed. The Karaitivu hospital near the coast was also badly damaged.

The Regional Medical Supplies building has been damaged. It needs renovation  and refurbishing.  Four District Hospitals, four Peripheral Units and two CD & MH were damaged. Four Medical Officers of Health Buildings have been damaged. Construction of MOH office building at a new location with all necessary facilities is needed. In addition several MCH Clinic Facilities were damaged.

Five Ambulances, a lorry and a van for drug distribution, and 2 Double Cabs for surveillance and outreach services are urgently required.

Mullativu District

   JAFFNA DISTRICT

Jaffna District, the northernmost region of the Island of Sri Lanka, is one of the oldest habitation sites in Lower South Asia, populated by Tamil speaking people. Jaffna is situated within ten degrees of latitude to the north of the equator. It is in close proximity to the sub-continent of India and separated from it by the Palk Strait and the Bay of Bengal. 

The peninsula is actually almost an island with only a narrow causeway known as Elephant Pass . Jaffna is low lying; much of it covered by shallow lagoons, and has a number of interesting islands dotted offshore. In all it covers 2560 square km (999 square miles). With just under 900,000 inhabitants, the district of Jaffna is one of the most densely populated areas of Sri Lanka, second only to Greater Colombo. 

The coastal region of the Jaffna peninsula was badly damaged by the Tsunami tidal wave on 26th December and four health institutions were damaged. These include The district hospital in Velvetithurai, Peripheral Unit in Marathenkerny, and the two Gramodya Health Centres in Sempianpatti and Uduthurei.

HAMBANTOTA DISTRICT

Hambantota district is located about 240 kilometres south of Sri Lanka’s capital Colombo. One of the country’s most remote and poorest regions, the majority of its population lead a hand-to-mouth existence surviving through fishing, small-scale agriculture, salt farming or tourism. Located next to Yala National Park, Sri Lanka’s second largest wild life reserve, the area attracts thousands of visitors each year.

But while tourists come to enjoy its pristine beauty, water shortages constantly plague the district. Over one-third of the 533,000-strong population live below the poverty line, 26.3 percent of all households are officially categorized as poor, and youth unemployment is rampant. The district records one of the country’s highest suicides rates, mainly due to endemic poverty.

The devastating impact of the tsunami has now pushed the area’s population even deeper into the abyss. Today Hambantota is like a war zone with hundreds of pulverised homes and dwellings, upturned vehicles, uprooted telegraph and phone lines and countless corpses floating in nearby lagoons and mangrove swamps.

Mainly the preventive health services were affected in Hambantota. One MOH building and 5 Gramodaya Health Centres were damaged.

To recover these services which provide maternal and child health care, needs about Rs. 4.5m. each. The Building comprises of the Clinic centre with waiting room, examination room, store room, injection room & toilets. The Public Health Midwife’s quarters also needs to be constructed along with the clinic building. Equipments, furniture, water & electricity supplies need to be provided.

GALLE DISTRICT

Ten health institutions have been fully damaged, and 12 partly damaged.  The Teaching Hospital Mahamodara, located very close to the sea, which houses the Maternity and Gyanaecological Units, suffered extensive damage to the ground floor facilities, including furniture, equipment and supplies. It is proposed to relocate this hospital. A separate proposal will be developed.

The Port Health Office Galle and the 2 Offices of the Medical Offices of Health in Hikkaduwa and Balapitiya were completely damaged. These need to be reconstructed, preferably in a new location. Further the Occupational Health Center which provides Outpatient Services, and houses the office of the Rabies Control Programme may need relocation and reconstruction.

Eleven Clinic facilities have been damaged. Many of these clinics which provide maternal and child health care are small facilities in old buildings provided by the local authorities. When these are reconstructed it is proposed to set up Gramodaya Health Centres, which provide the above clinic facilities and in addition residential facilities for the Public Health Midwife.

The present District Health Office (DPDHS), which was flooded and partly damaged is an old building. This may be relocated. The Regional Training Centre is housed in the upper floor of the present DPDHS building, and is not suitable for training centre of this magnitude. This caters as a Regional Training centre for the whole province. It is proposed that a tailor-made RTC is put up instead of renovating the present old building.

Kalutara District

The district of Kalutara belongs to the Western Province of Sri Lanka and among the three districts in the province has the largest extent of land. The district comprises of 14 Divisional Secretariat divisions, administratively covering 762 Grama Seva Niladhari divisions.

Kalutara has nine MOH divisions and of these Beruwala and Kalutara MOH areas are administered by The National Institute of Health Sciences (NIHS). The others come under the DPDHS of the area.

Two clinic centres in Aluthgama and Maradana that comes under the NIHS were totally damaged. Two Gramodya Health Centres in the district in Uyankele and Sagarapedesa were also damaged.

The Panadura base hospital which is the largest health institution in the area suffered indirect effects of the Tsunami tidal wave when the corridor of the mortuary was damaged during the high activity period.

Damage to drugs and medical supplies due to the tsunami disaster

Government spends a substantial proportion of its health care budget on drugs and supplies. The recent Tsunami disaster caused enormous damage to the health care infrastructure and along with that damaged significant proportion of drugs and supplies in those facilities. Two regional drug stores belonging to the government were completely destroyed. The supplies include pharmaceuticals, surgical dressings, X-ray items, surgical and dental disposables, and laboratory consumables. Damage was also caused to non-consumable items include surgical, dental and laboratory instruments. The total loss of consumables and non-consumables can be estimated as Rs. 172,939,407/- or US $ 1.73 million. Damage to the consumables and non-consumables in the affected government health care institutions need to be rectified.
